If your poster is nature themed, try a color scheme
with a lot of green. This makes your poster easier to understand.

3. Make a clear call to action. If the goal of your poster is to get people
to donate to a cause, make sure that is clear to anyone reading the poster.

4. Make sure to include all of the information. If your poster is to advertise
an event, make sure you include all relevant information such as date,
time and location.

5. Have fun! Posters should catch the eye. Add relevent drawings or clipart
to get people’s interest.
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
